The National Eisteddfod Young Performer Awards Competition is a platform for awarding talented young performers. Recipients of a diploma or similar awards (90% and higher) from other 
festivals/eisteddfods in 2025 are invited to enter this competition.

Following 3 preliminary rounds, this competition concludes with a Final Round, where the top 3 overall performers in music, dance, or drama will be presented with Gold, Silver, and Bronze medals and total cash prizes of R20,000. 

Rules
· Only candidates who have achieved a diploma level or similar awards in the National Eisteddfod or another eisteddfod or festival may enter this competition.
· This competition will comprise four rounds (three rounds for large groups).  
· A panel of adjudicators will adjudicate all events, and their decision will be final.   
· No changes in the schedule will be allowed. (See the website for more details.)
· All participants should submit an entry form and proof of payment before the closing date for entries.
· A copy of the certificate/report confirming the achievement at another festival must be submitted with the entry form.
· Any participant who proceeds to the semi- and final rounds will also have to perform “live” in Gauteng.

· First Round (Live performances: 9 – 20 March 2026)
A panel of adjudicators will adjudicate all “live” and “recorded” entries.  

· Quarter Final Round: 17 -20 March 2026 (Roodepoort Theatre – Basement Theatre)
A limited number of participants will be selected in the First Round to compete in the Quarter Final Round, either in a live performance or by submitting a new video recording for adjudication.  (.

· Semi-Final Round: 7 and 8 May 2026 (Roodepoort Theatre – Main Theatre)
Separate events will be presented for Speech & Drama, Classical Music, Contemporary Music and Dance, etc.  The overall junior and senior winners of all sections will also be announced at each of these concerts.

· Final Round: 10 May 2026 (Roodepoort Theatre – Main Theatre)
The overall junior and senior winners of all sections will finally compete for the overall awards at the Roodepoort Theatre, Gauteng.
